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Centrifugal machines arrived

Infrastructural works continue
The centrifugal machines have arrived at the Skeldon Sugar Modernization Project (SSMP) site and are currently being installed.  These machines arrived at the Providence Wharf, East Canje from Broadbent (Europe) and were transported to the factory site.
Centrifugals machines are used to separate sugar crystals from the molasses mother liquor during final processing.

Meanwhile the main activities in the factory have been the erection of the process house building steelwork and the continuing work on the boilers. The first boiler is taking shape with the steam and mud drums in place and the pressure parts such as headers, generating banks and water walls being installed. The diffuser erection has started and will continue through until the middle of next year. 
According to Project Director, Mr. Paul Hough, “Work is still on track for start up in first crop 2008”.
This modernization facility will give Guyana’s sugar industry a technological push in the right direction. Construction and other aspects of upgrading would cost some US $110 million. This will be the first state of the art sugar factory in Guyana, the most modern in Latin America and the best in the Caribbean. The construction of this facility provides employment for over 300 Guyanese and Chinese workers.
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
